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Article (1): Title
This regulations shall be called the "Open University Student Fund Regulations” and shall come into force

from the date of its approval.

Article (2): Definitions
The following words and expressions, wherever they appear in these regulations, shall have the meanings

assigned to them below unless the context indicates otherwise:

University Arab Open University
Fund Student Fund
Committee Committee of the Student Fund

Article (3): Student Fund

Afund called “The Arab Open University Student Fund” shall be established at the University.

Article (4): Resources of the Fund

The Fund's resources consist of:

1. Anannual grant allocated in the university budget.
2. Endowments, grants, wills and donations provided to the University for the purposes of the Fund.
3. Fundinvestments.

4. Refunded loans.
Article (5): Powers of the University Council
The University Council shall have the following powers:

1. Formulate the annual general policy for the fund.
2. Approving the basis on which the funds are disbursed.

3. Discuss and approve the annual budget of the Fund.
Article (6): Student Fund Committee

A. A committee called "Student Fund Committee"” shall be formed under the chairmanship of the rector, as

follows:

B. Rector may assign one or more representatives of the fund supporting bodies to the membership of the

Committee.

Article (7): Responsibilities of the Committee

The Committee shall have the following responsibilities:

1. Prepare the Fund's budget and submit it to the University Council.

2. Submitareport at the end of the financial year to the University Council.

3. Setting criteria for grants and loans, rules of lending, and the method of repayment of loans.

4. Making decisions on grants and loans for eligible students in accordance with these rules and the

executive regulations issued pursuant thereto.

Article (8): Reserved Fund

The responsible authorities shall continuously maintain a contingency reserved fund of the annual budget.

Article (9): Financial Affairs
The financial rules of the University shall be applied to the financial transactions of the Fund, without

prejudice to the provisions of these rules.

Article (10): Interests

No interest is charged on the money landed to students.

Article (11): Executive Rules

The rector shall issue the executive rules to implement the provisions of these regulations.

Article (12): Miscellaneous

The rector of the University is responsible for the implementation of the provisions of these regulations.
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Article (1): Title

These Rule shall be named as “Executive Rules for Students Fund” and shall come into force from the date of

approval by the University Council.

Article (2): Definitions

The Student Fund Committee, formed under Article 6 of the Student Fund regulations, shall perform the

following tasks:

1.

Maintaining the funds and assets and working to benefit from the different resources to be invested
in different ways.

Setting financial, investment and other policies related to the fund and forwarding them to the rector
in preparation for submission to the University Council for discussion and approval.

Prepare the draft annual budget, as well as the final closing account and annual report of the fund,
and forward it to the rector of the University in preparation for submission to the University Council
for discussion.

Supervise the implementation of the annual budget of the Fund after its approval.

Liaising with the various bodies, institutions and authorities to attract their support to the Fund.
Monitor and ensure the implementation of the fund’s regulations and bylaws in the university, in
accordance with a system under which regulations, rules and procedures are issued

Carrying out any other tasks aimed at achieving the objectives for which the fund was established.

Article (3): Conditions for Permitting Funds

Grants and financial assistance are subject to:

—_—

Availability of allocations and necessary funds.

The extent of student excellence and achieving the criteria for granting excellence.

The extent of student need and entitlement in accordance with the conditions of assistance approved
at the University.

Providing the official documents and documents indicating that the student has met the criteria and
requirements required to provide the grant or assistance, provided that this will be submitted at the
dates specified by the University for this purpose.

Guided by the provisions of the student fund system and the financial allocations allocated for this

purpose.
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Article (4): Types of Funds

Scholarships and funds are divided into two parts:

(A) Scholarships for outstanding students.

(B) Study assistance for students in need.

Article (5): Scholarships for Outstanding Students

Scholarships shall be allocated to outstanding students in the form of exemption from tuition fees, or part

thereof, in accordance with the following conditions and criteria:

1.

Scholarships are allocated to the students in the cumulative grade point average (3.67-4.00) with an
excellent grade after two semesters of the student's registration at the Arab Open University and the
completion of at least (32 credit hours), and the scholarship is in the form of exemption from tuition
fees by (25%).

In case the student continues to receive the GPA referred to in paragraph (1) of this article after the
end of the second academic year and complete a total of (64 credit hours), the scholarship, in this
case, shall be exempted from the tuition fees by (50%). If the student was unable to maintain the
cumulative grade point average referred to above (3.67-4.00), the scholarship should be terminated.
Allocating scholarships for outstanding students with a GPA of (3.00—3.66) with grade description
“very good” after two years (four semesters) and the completion of (64 credit hours) from the first
registration at the university. The scholarship is in the form of exemption from tuition fees by (25%).
If the student is unable to maintain the cumulative GPA referred to above (3.00-3.66), the scholarship
shall be terminated. In case the student GPA is improved to obtain a higher (excellent) grade
description, then the student shall be entitled to the scholarships applied to the provisions of
paragraph (1) and then paragraph (2) of this article and so on.

The number of awarded scholarships for the first-grade students shall be set at (5%) of the first-grade
students in each academic program and in each branch and according to their grades, provided that
these scholarships shall be distributed by (70%) of them to females and (30%) to males.

It is permissible to specify a certain number of annual scholarships to be contested for students with
excellence in high school. This number shall be determined annually by the fund committee.

A student who excels in sporting activity at the state, regional or international level may be granted a
scholarship from the student fund when he joins the university to attract outstanding students in this

field.
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Article (6): Study Aids for Students with Low-Income (Financial Difficulties)

Aids are given to registered and continuing students with low-income in the form of exempted from tuition

fees, ranging between (25% -50%) according to the total points earned by the student, in accordance with the

following conditions and criteria:

A.

Granting financial assistance of (25%) to the student who completed (16) credit hours (i.e., 50 points)
for low-income students. Continuously provided the same scholarship for the students completing
(32 credit hours).

Granting a special discount for brothers and husbands at (20%) of the tuition hours. In the case of
three brothers, the second is granted a discount of (20%) while the third is granted a discount of
(30%) of the same fees.

To be of special needs and not to receive subsidies for his condition on the other hand.

The student is exposed to health or family emergencies or challenging conditions estimated by the
committee, such as natural disasters and acute diseases, chronic, or the like.

In all cases, the applicant's cumulative GPA should not be less than (2.00) of the approved scale.

The disbursement of aid is linked to the availability of provisions for this purpose.

A financially incapable student who has completed 16 credit hours may be granted financial

assistance while scholarships for excellent students shall remain at 32 credit hours.

Article (7): Classification of Students in Need

Students in need of assistance are classified according to a 50-point scale, distributed according to the

average income of the household relative to the average income in the country. The following criteria are

established for prioritization and eligibility for limited assistance to students in need:

Maximum Fund as a Percentage of Tuition Fees Points Average Income in the Family
Less than 20% of the Average 50 100%
20% -40% of Average 40 75%
40% -60% of Average 30 50%
60% -80% of Average 20 25%
80%-100% of Average 0 0%
Average and Above
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Article (8): Combination of Grants
A student may combine a scholarship of excellence with assistance, except for the scholarship for excellence,

the applicant must not be granted a fund or assistance from any other party.

Article (9): Duration

The scholarship or assistance shall be provided to the student by the Committee. This scholarship or
assistance may continue as long as the student continues to meet the criteria required by the regulations for
the awarding of the scholarship, or the conditions set by the assistance. The Student Fund Committee
determines whether scholarships and assistance will be offered in each semester or at the beginning of each

academic year.

Article (10): Students in Need
The Student Fund Committee has the right to grant assistance to needy students without excellence,

according to the student's circumstances and special needs.

Article (11): Re-registered Courses

Tuition fees are not counted for courses being re-registered, or courses not included in the scholars’ plan.

Article (12): Textbooks
The value of the textbooks for the various courses is not considered as part of the scholarship or assistance,

and the student must pay the cost of the textbooks in advance.

Article (13): Miscellaneous

A. The University has the right not to disburse the scholarships and assistance contained in the provisions of
the student fund regulations, and the provisions of these rules, or change the percentage of scholarships
or assistance if no financial allocations to do so.

B. The University has the right to recover all the amounts of scholarships and assistance given to the student
if it is proved that he/she introduced fraud or inaccurate information, or submitted documents contrary
to the truth to obtain the scholarship or assistance, and in this case the University may not give him/her
any documents, statements or certificates issued by the University until settlement of the amounts paid,
in addition to the right to impose any other penalties against him are contained in other regulations and

regulations of the University.
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
